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Background 


 


The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust was established in 1997 under a Trust Deed.  
The Trust was developed to service the increasing needs of funding for the Murdoch 
University College of Veterinary Medicine (previously through the School of Veterinary 
and Life Sciences) important and growing work. 


 


The cost of delivering high quality veterinary education is considerable.  The breadth of 
disciplines, the need for clinical teaching facilities for both large and small animals and 
rapidly changing technologies that drive advances in veterinary sciences increase the 
cost of teaching at a time when the proportion of government support decreases.  With 
these challenges, the need for private support for education and research becomes 
increasingly important.   


 


The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust has aimed to provide for the veterinary needs 
of the community and primary industries, and make practical contributions towards 
advancing animal and human health and welfare.  Contributions to the Trust support 
infrastructure improvements to increase the depth and scope of research and teaching 
activities.  It is this support that allows Murdoch to lead the way and provide 
“International excellence in Veterinary Science”. 


 


The Board of Trustees has been responsible for supporting fundraising, acquiring assets, 
and promoting the activities of the College of Veterinary Medicine.  The Board also 
oversees the assets and investment of these funds.   


 


In 2013 The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust was an Australian Taxation Office 
endorsed Deductible Gift Recipient.  The Trust is administered by an Executive Officer 
who ensures that all contributions to the Veterinary Trust go directly to nominated 
programs or projects. 


 


During 2013, Murdoch University presented a proposal to the Murdoch University 
Veterinary Trust to transfer the assets of the Vet Trust to a sub-fund of the Foundation, 
to be known as the Murdoch University Veterinary Trust Fund.  At the end of 2013 
Trustees resolved to accept this proposal for the long term interest of the University, as 
a more sustainable and efficient way to administer both the Vet Trust and the 
Foundation.  This change is planned to take effect in 2014.

Review of Activities 


Since its inception, the Murdoch University Veterinary Trust has provided steady income 
to the College of Veterinary Medicine (or previously named division) for strategic 
investments to advance international excellence in veterinary science through research, 
education and clinical care.  


The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust leads a number of development activities to 
support the College through charitable donations and sponsorship agreements.   Most 
donations are used to support priority areas within the College; however, the Veterinary 
Trust has a long-term goal of building a substantial investment portfolio that can be used 
for major capital projects.

Donation Programs   


The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust receives generous philanthropic support from 
individuals and organisations who wish to help animals in various ways.   


The Veterinary Trust greatly appreciates all donations which will be used to fund the 
areas of greatest need at the College.   


 


Vet Gazette   


The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust publishes a newsletter for donors, sponsors 
and alumni to inform of activities in the College and request funds for specific 
projects.  Two issues of the Vet Gazette were published in 2013 and raised $30,000. 


Caring for Pets Program 


The Caring for Pets program invites veterinarians to make a donation to companion 
animal research through the Caring for Pets fund in memory of patients that have 
passed away.  In 2013 this program raised over $15,000.   


 


Bequest Program 


The Murdoch University Veterinary Trust continues to assist a growing number of 
supporters who express an interest in leaving a gift to the College in their wills.  Gifts of 
this nature provide an opportunity for people to make a gift that they may not be able to 
make during their lifetime and provide a meaningful way to celebrate a life-long 
commitment to the health and welfare of animals.  In 2013 the Office of Development 
employed a Planned Giving Officer who will further develop this program.  


 


Sponsorship Programs  


Trustees and staff seek mutually beneficial partnerships that will provide key support for 
College priorities.  The Trust seeks sponsorship support for projects ranging from 
continuing education events to sponsored chair positions.  All sponsorships valued over
