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Introduction

Since 2009, Hill’s Pet Nutrition Australia and Murdoch University have mutually benefited from a multi-
project funding partnership. The first contact ran from 2009 until 2012. The current contract will run
from January 2013 until December 2015.

Hill’s Product and Promotion in Hospital

Hill’s product and promotion covered the following areas:

Students are frequently given information about pet nutrition products, including Hill’'s Pet Nutrition,
during their time in the hospital. This instruction commences with 4™ Year students and the information
is reinforced in 5" Year. Students are instructed in areas such as how to calculate feeding ratios for
patients and are encouraged to be hands-on in this area while under supervision. This topic is regularly
examined in OSCI’'s which has served to further reinforce this valuable skill.

Signage is placed throughout the hospital and in the feeding room promoting Hill’'s support of the feeding
program to hospital staff. The process of ordering hospital feed is currently well coordinated by hospital
staff. They report that in 2013, il of the hospital feeding program was funded by the N

I by Hill's.

Where appropriate, patients are discharged with a nutritional recommendation. For instance in General
Practice, all GP clients who have had a procedure or surgery are discharged with a letter recommending a
complete and balanced diet.

Unfortunately due to an internal IT upgrade of the computer system in 2013, the nutritional
recommendation template that includes a reference to a relevant Hill’'s product has not been able to be
used for some time. Details on the number of discharge letters used with the nutritional
recommendation in 2013 are not available. Fixing this issue is a high priority with hospital staff and
management, and we will have a more complete overview of this for Hill’'s in 2014.

While the template was not available for use by clinicians, staff members in several departments have
advised that they continue to recommend a Hill’s specific dietary recommendation on discharge letters.
For example:

e MPEC/ ICU - approximately ] of all discharge letters recommended a Hill’s specific diet

e GP - almost all discharge letters recommended a Hill’s specific diet

e Orthopedic - almost all discharge letters recommended a Hill’s specific diet

Client Simulation Classes are held each year with the support of Hill’'s Pet Nutrition. Four small animal cases
were used for the simulation classes with the object of combining communication skills with diagnostic
pathology; connecting with a client, taking a history, making and explaining a diagnosis without using jargon.
Questions on diet are also included in the history taking process, and clients were provided with specific
information about diet. Two cases were reasonably straight forward and were used at the beginning of the
classes, then two others involved either ‘breaking bad news’ or dealing with a challenging client. All cases
included negotiating costs, justifying tests, and expressing empathy. Client scripts incorporated many practical
points, (e.g. legal age is 18; pensioner needs; variable human-animal bonds, different client personalities, etc).

This year the facilitator of these classes liaised with a Hill’s representative to ensure the discussions
included a nutritional perspective, had reference to the WSAVA nutritional guidelines, and also
highlighted the importance of building rapport in the client education aspect.

The 5" Year Badge Ceremony was held in February 2013. This event celebrates the transition of
students into their Veterinarian in Training year. Hill's supports this event by funding catering and
badges. Last year a Hill's representative attended to participate in the ceremony by presenting badges,
and talking to students during the luncheon.

Additional support has included the supply of a number of anatomy books for presentation to students
with the highest score in our Veterinary Anatomy Dissection project, supply of product for a free raffle
prize at the Perth Royal Show, and support of lunch and giveaways for Veterinary Nurse Day.

As part of our contract we have agreed that Murdoch will allocate $10,000 of its sponsorship funds
to support “Special Projects Grants” on an annual basis. Additionally, Hill’s Pet Nutrition will
provide $10,000 in-kind support (this is in addition to the in-house feeding program).

All our major contracts have the following clause which would cover us undertaking an agreement with another nutrition
company:

“Subject to any explicit statement to the contrary in item 8 of the Schedule, any Sponsorship Rights are non-exclusive. For the
avoidance of doubt, this includes Murdoch not being restricted from entering into sponsorship agreements for a Programme
with other parties, subject to it advising the Sponsor of such other sponsorship agreements.”

This Programme constitutes the use of Hill’s products by students who are learning to develop nutritional guidelines for clients
(those products being supplied by the Sponsor for free) as set out in item 7 of the Schedule.

Without limiting this freedom, hospital staff will, at their discretion, develop a
nutritional recommendation template that includes the Sponsor’s products.

1. Students learning to develop nutritional guidelines for clients may use the Sponsor’s products as part of their clinical
experience.
2. Hospital staff will be educated about the Sponsor’s in-kind support for the Programme.

3. Murdoch staff .............. will speak with clinicians and encourage them to ensure that where appropriate, patients are
discharged with a nutritional recommendation.

4. Murdoch must treat animals individually, and ensure that its academics and clinicians have the freedom to make the
best decisions for the patient and the client. Without limiting this freedom, hospital staff will, at their discretion,
develop a nutritional recommendation template that may include the Sponsor’s products.......................

5. The Sponsor’s representatives will be given opportunities to present educational nutritional sessions for students,
academic, and clinical staff up to 4 times annually and up to 2 product information sessions annually.

6. The Sponsor will be provided additional signage in Murdoch’s veterinary hospital waiting rooms. Text must be agreed
jointly. While text cannot be a product endorsement or universal medical recommendation, as the valued sponsor of
Murdoch’s Veterinary Hospital the language will demonstrate Murdoch’s use of the Sponsor’s products.

7. Where practicable, the Sponsor will receive preferential stocking (in terms of visibility and amount of space) with
adequate literature and diet planning sheets in the feed room for student use/instruction. ...... Products from other
pet food companies may be available in the feed room for alternative feeding of patients.

8. The Sponsor will be given the option of a proportional increase to 50% product display space in Murdoch’s waiting
